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Pieterjan Deckers

This document accompanies the finds inventory submitted as a MS Excel file, explaining the
data fields and listing the references.

The data file contains the raw data used for the analysis. It includes the find locations (up to at
least municipality level wherever possible) and country; X and Y coordinates (reliable to
municipality level; coordinate system WGS84); the classification; and relevant references. Each
artefact is attributed to a high-level class of artefacts; for the three artefact groups analysed
more closely, a detailed classification is given (in reference to the classification included in the
paper as Table 2).

Bibliographic references given are not a full bibliography for each artefact. Rather, they include
the earliest reference found, the earliest academic reference or the most optimal reference
available in 2020 (following the ranking given in Table 1) and, when possible, a reference to
either Deckers et al. 2021 or to the previous catalogue of horse-shaped brooches, Kleingartner
2003. From there, further references can be found. For the earliest reference, separate columns
list the year of publication and type as used in the analysis. A final column contains the type of
the earliest academic or most optimal reference. For a small number of online resources
(notably, posts on Ngrges Metallsgkerforening Museum (nmf.nu)), the publication date was
recovered from the webpage source.
